The limb from this grandfather oak was literally blown off - hitting the ground and
exploding into hundreds of pieces. Several pieces wound up in someone’s home -
stuck in the wall - after shattering the lanai glass door. Another piece flew right
through the upstairs primary bedroom closet door! Thankfully, no one was home

when this all occurred.

As Floridians, we’re told lightning can strike as far as 10 miles away from the
location of rainfall. While | don’t want to sound like an alarmist — sometimes

experiences like these can serve as a reminder of the power of nature! Be safe!
